Following is the information you need arriving in Greece for the “MCIS Conference 2009, “Information Society Research, Education, Policy and Practice”, 25-27 Sep 2009, Athens, Greece. For more information you should visit the Conference site http://www.mcis2009.org.
1. Reaching the Conference Venue

The Athens University of Economics and Business is centrally located in downtown Athens. The main building of the University is located at 76, Patission Str. (also known as 28th Octovriou Str.), two blocks away from the Archaeological Museum. The backside of the building faces the “Pedio Areos” Park and the Panelliniou Sports Club. 

The University is very conveniently located. The “Victoria” Metro station is only one block away from the main building.
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Getting there from Victoria Metro Station

Head east on Chevden (or Heyden) Str. towards 28th Oktovriou/ Patision Str. Then, turn left at 28th Oktovriou/ Patision Str and you will be at the University at 2 min (100m).

2. Reaching the Conference Venue from the International Airport “Eleftherios Venizelos”

By Metro: Take the blue line Airport – Egaleo (direction Egaleo) to Monastiraki Station. Then, change to the green line Pireus - Kifissia (direction Kifissia) to Victoria Station. The University is 5 minutes walking distance from Victoria (see directions above) (www.amel.gr)
By bus & trolley: Take bus Express E95 just outside the airport all the way to Syntagma Square. Then, take the trolley bus No 7 or No 15 (Pedio Areos stop).

By Taxi: About 30 km from the airport to the centre of Athens, 35min to 60min depending on the arrival time. The taxi will cost you around 25-35 Euros.
3. Conference Registration & Rooms
Registration will take place as follows:

· Thu 24th September, 18:00-19:30 (Antoniadou Amphitheater lobby)
A Welcome drink will be served at Antoniadou Amphitheater lobby, during registration. In addition, an Artistic Piano Performance (20.30 p.m.) will be presented with main theme: Ariettas and Songs from Musicals and Movie Music (Bernstein-Gershwin-Webber…). Pianist: Irene Lalioti-Vrahati, Solist: Jenny Hadjidimou. This music event is offered by the HERCMA 2009 Conference (9th Hellenic-European Research for Computer Mathematics and its Applications).
· Fri 25th September, 08:00-09:00 (Antoniadou Amphitheater lobby)
· Sat-Sun 26-27th September, 08:30-09:00 (Antoniadou Amphitheater lobby)
Conference Rooms:
· Antoniadou Amphitheater (1st floor, Antoniadou wing)
· A31 (3rd floor, Antoniadou wing), A42, A43 and A44  (4th floor, Antoniadou wing)
To reach Antoniadou Amphitheater, either enter the University building from the entrance on Antoniadou street, or from the main entrance (76 Patission Str., also known as 28th October Str.) and then turn right towards the Antoniadou wing.
4. Social Events
· Conference Dinner, Fri Sep 25th, 20.30.  Restaurant ¨Ελαία (Elea)”, 16 Erechtheos & Erotokritou Str., Plaka, Athens (http://vsgroup.gr/sites//elaia/en/). You will take directions when you register or on the conference site.

· Acropolis Museum Visit, Sat Sep 26th, 17.15-19.30. 15 Dionysiou Areopagitou Str. You will find directions on the conference site. The visit to the museum will be done in groups that will enter the museum every 20 min, starting from 17.30p.m. Please arrive 15-30 min earlier in order to give you your ticket and not lose the group entrance time slot; and do not forget to wear your budge (Cleopatra Bardaki will be there to give you your ticket.)
Please register for the social events during your conference registration.
5. Coffee & Lunch breaks
Coffee, Tea and Lunch will be served at Antoniadou Amphitheater lobby.

On 25th of September, Ιnternet access will be available at PC labs in the main University building (76 Patision Str.) upon request. There is Wi-Fi coverage in most areas of the University. You will find access instructions in your conference bag.
